the Guanabara Bay.fi&r a smooth journeythey
arrived at the Lodge to a mucloater climate
After the minibus was unpacked, a weéserved
lunch was served and the group were then shown
to their rooms. The feeders had been quite quiet
due to the abundance of fruit in the surrounding
forests, but we did pick up Marodrellied
Parakeets, Rubgrowned Tanager, Rufoumllared Sparrow, Brazilian Ruby and Vicledpped
Woodnymph After a short beak we met up againready for our first walk into the forestVe set off
along the White Trail and were soon picking up our first Atlantic forest endemadsading some
stunning Brassyreasted Tanager®chrerumped Antbird and Blue Manakimogethemwith a couple of
Variable AntshrikesClose by a Giant Antshrike called, we quickly used some playback and soon after
a beautiful female Giant Antshrike appeared and gave an excglentfor us all! We also picked up a
couple of Chestnutrowned Becardfllowed by good views of a pair of Orangged Thornbirds and
shortly afterwardsa rather uncooperat Buff-fronted Foliagegleaner and a Whitammed Warbler.

It was already 180, so we decided to start heading slowly back to the Lodipking up aWhite-
winged Becard and also heariagdistant Spebilled Toucanet. After some scannjrigege managed to
spot adistant Barethroated Bellbird gur first Cotinga for the trip)Although distantwe got some good
scope views of this great bir@Ve also tried for a Tufted Antshrike that was calling not too far away, but
unfortunately it was not showing any sign of coming any closkrst before arriving back at the Logge
we got good views of a SwaingsrFlycatcher and
by the Lodge we soon ked up our first Black
Jacobin and Whitthroated Hummingbird |
together with a single Cliff Flycatcher.

After a very long day for the groupve headed
back to the Lodge, completed our first daily
checklist and headed off to be#l.good start for
the tour!

Thursday, 26" January - After a good nighis
sleep we all met for breakfast at 06:00 and by
06:30, we were ready and set to start our morésng
birding on the Blue Trail. This is a great and
usually very productive trail within the Lodge
grounds. Just before leaving the Lodge picked
up Azureshouldered Tanager, Goldehevroned
Tanager, Bananaquéiind Scaldghroated Hermit on
the feedersalready a good startiVe took the short walk to the beginning of the trail when we ran into
our first mixed flock,we barely moved 100 metres within the first hoi& picked up some good
speciessuch as Rufoubeaded Tanager, Bulffrowed FoliageGleaney Duskytailed Antbird, Large
tailed Antshrike, Whiteshouldered Fireeye, Drabbreasted Bamboo Tant, Eules Flycatcher and
White-rimmed Warbler.

On the way around the trail we picked up some excellent spewasding Surucua Trogon, Bertdni
Antbird, Yellow-eared and Yellowbrowed Woodpeckers, twdlue-bellied Parrots flew in but
unfortunately only Keith managed to get on ohefore they dropped out of the trees again and flew off,
Streaked Xenops, Bladkilled Scythebill (nice to get this so early on ithe tour!) Sepiacapped
Flycatcher, Swainsdn Flycatcher, Baréhroated Bdbird, Whiskeed Myiobius,Greenish Schifforrs
and a Whitetailed Hawk.Just before leavinthe main forestwe picked up Squirrel Cucko®ufous
capped Spinetail and some cracking viewa afaleChestnutheaded Tanager and Serra do Ngrant
Manakin we alsdinally got some ouin-the-open views of a lovely male Blue Manakin! We headed on
back to the Lodgearriving at 1200, had a short bak and met up again for a wekrnedlunch at
12:30!

As it was so hot without any bird activjtywe had a
short break aéirlunch and met up again at BB:to
bird the White Trail, again this trail is within th
Lodge grounds.Just before leaving the Lodge
Keith picked up a couple of Magpie Tanagers
some of the group.

It turned out to be quite a slow afternoon, lots
birds calling about an hour into the walk b
nothing much wanted to respond and come 4

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closer! We did have somack though with great views of both male and female HRirled Manakins,
White-collaredFoliage Gleaner Yellow-eared Woodpecker, Stiead Xenops, Lesser Woodcreeper and
after a lot of effortCryptic Antthrush finally showed itselnfortunately a veryresponsivespotbilled
Toucanet chose not show and stayed hidden in the canopy calling back at us. We also picked up
Mottle-cheeked Tyrannulet, Yellowlive Flatbill and Bilal got a photo of a juvenile Whiteecked
Thrush. Crested Oropendola was seen fromdtdwing area in front of the Lodge laie the evening

' prior to going out to look for owlsVe had dinner

at 1830, followed by the daily checklist.

There was a distant storm brewijidowing clouc
into the valley and knocking the temperature down,
therefore there wasttle activity with the night
birds. Rustybarred Owl showed up again briefly in
response to playek for Tropical Screech Owend
just by the Lodgewe had a Tropical Screech Owl
regponding well to playbackout it decided to stay

Friday, 271" January - We awoke to a beautiful morning with clear skies and a light breeze, today was
clearly the day to head up to Pico de Caledonia for some high altitudediifBreakfast was served at
06:00 and by 080, we were departing for the 4Binute drive to the start of the trail. We had a quick
stop just outside the Lodge grounds as there was p-8&tked Streamcreeper calling.itMn a minute

we had excellent views ohis cracking little bird! By 0R0, we had arrived at our parking spot at an
altitude of 1750 metres. It was nice and cool and we packed up our gear together with a packed lunch
and started the slow walk towards the summit 80Pm. We had a great mornisgbirding hitting

nearly all of our target species bar one! We had good viewsldw-legged ThrushMousecolored
Tapaculo, Diademed Tanager, Brassgasted Tanager, Thidklled Saltator, Rufoubacked Antvireo,

Black and Gold CotingaDchrefacedTody-Flycatchey Rufous Gnateater, Rufouailed Antbird,Bay-

chested Warbling Finclerra do Mar Tyrannat and Plovercrest. We trieth several places on the

the sités target list! We had a few responses to playback and a bird actuallygcémelose at one
point, but unfortunatelyy t wasndét t o be ,aehhd ta divie e ourasearchofor this f
difficult cotinga!

Arriving back at the minibus a little tireave all
got on bard and took ahort drive of Bminutes

to our next stop, a small property at an elevation
of around 1100m. We started to scan and soon
picked up Campo Flicker, Olivaceous Elaenia
Greenbarred WoodpeckerKeith picked up
some Sheatailed GreyTyrants, Saffron Finch,
White-eyed ParakeetHooded Siski, Pallid
Spinetail and after some playbackve finally
pulled in afamily of Redlegged Seriemas
much to everyories s U Bifalr spaited a
female Glitteringbellied Emerald which gave
Campo Flicker by Glen Valentine good views perched upon some electric cables.

After a great dais birding, we set off oran houés drive to the Lodge. Upon arrivave all headed to the
fridge for a nice coldirink and some cak@ tiring but great days birdingive met baclkup at 1800 for

the daily checklistfollowed by dinner at 180 and then a short night walkhere we heard Tropical
Screech Owl, Blackapped Screech Owdnd Common Potoo anc
saw several Shothiled Nighthawks.

Saturday, 28" January - We awoke to another beautifully clez
day. Today we were to spend the day birding in open count
nice change to forest birdingust before leavingwe picked up
several Sickos Swi We setoffdt 330 ang
drove for around an hour until our first sigpst south of a small
town called Duas Barras. We eagerly got out of the minibus [\
started to scan over a small valley of open grassland with scatf >\
trees and a nice marsh in the bottom of theeyalesoon picked
up both Rufous and Bartdiled Horneros, Streamsailed Tyrant,

winged Macaws flew over high but unfortunately refused
respond to playback and come any closer, we ladgb our first
Yellow-chinned Spinetail of the dagnd also a Swallowailed
Hummingbird.

After about 58minutes we set off agairfor our next stop, a small fragmented forest patch that holds
several target birds. We started by using playback for our main target, the Serra Antwren. Within a few
minutes it was respnding and came in realglose and buried itself in the top @ nearbybush, only

poking its head out from time to time. After some more playbécktarted to move around and then

flew into a tangle in the tree behind, giving good views for the whole group. Nexteugried for
Crescenthested Puffbird, after sonedfort we finally pulled it inand again it gave great views, we also
picked up Greyeyed GreenletBlack-capped Donacobiusyellow-browed Tyrant, Streaked Xenops,
Savanna Hawk and a couple of WHitarred Piculets. We drove on a little further and had anotbpr st

just before Duas Barrasvhere we saw White
rumped Monjita an@rassland Yellow Finch.

Next, we drove into the small town of Duas
Barras where we stopped for a coffee and some
cake. Having rechargemlrselveswe set off again
and started birding a dirt track for the remainder of
the morning. We had some great birds along,here
including Slatybreasted WoodRail, White-eared
Puffbird, Firewood Gatherer, Plain Antvireo,
Cattle TyrantPurplethroated Ephonia, Chestnut

' = capped Blackbird, Grassland Sparrow and
White-rumped Monijita by Forrest Rowland Chestnutbellied Seedfinch.

After lunch we drove for 30 minutes until we reached the toWwSwmidouro. Just after this taywwe
pulled off of the main road and headed down a small dirt road. Whass our spot for Thretwed
Jacamar! We walked slowly up the road and within minufegie had amazingly already spotted one.
We had good scope views and during the next 30 minseegral more Jacamars showed themselves,
great stuffl We played some Ferruginous Pygmy Owl and instantly attracted a Sappairgled
Emerald, Swallowtailed Hummingbird, Versicolored Emerald, Glitteribgllied Emerald, Planalto
Hermit, Whitewinged BecardWhite-bearded ManakinChestnuivented Conellli Blue Dacnis and a
Burnishedbuff Tanagernot a bad end to an excellent dapirding!

We startd headingoack to the Lodge, a drive the
would take us about 1 hour and nutes, we had
one stop on the way back but unfortunatehjs
di dnot p new ditds. Todayweyhad see
no less thar®6 species!

After dinner at 180, we completed the day
checklist and then went for a nighalk, hoping to
pick up Common Potoo and Tropical Screech O
Unfortunately it was not meant to be, the pers¢
who came closest to the Screech Owl was Keitt

Glittering -bellied Emerald by Adam Riley
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it flew just a few feet above his head asdatne through in response to playback!

Sunday, 29" January - Another lovely day
dawned and we set off after breakfast for the
drive to the Regua wetlands. Shortly after
leaving the Lodgel heard a HakHcollared
Sparrow calling by the roadside, we got out
and after some playbackve had excellent
views of this great endemic! After this good
start the drive took us through the town of
Cachoeiras de Macacu and orite reserve.
We stopped a fewimes on the journeyfirst
for a Capped Heron that was feeding in some
3 i damp grasslandsand Norbert also spotted 2
Toco Toucan by Adam Riley Toco Toucans flying overhead at the same spot
- much to thegroups delight! The secod stop
was for a Blackcrowned NightHeron, we also picked up Striated Heron, Whistling Heron, White
headed MarsfTyrant, Channebilled Toucan ad Wattled JacanaShortly afterwardswe had our last
unscheduled stop for no less than 10 WWigodpeckers!

Minutes latey we arrived at the wetlands asgent the first hour slowly walking through some forest
and aroundhe edge of the wetlandpicking up species such as Silvdlgnked Antwren,Yellow-
bellied Elaenia,Unicolored Antwren,Chestnutbacked Antshrike, Sooretam@laty Antshrike Blue-
winged Parrotlet,Greater Ani, Common Gallinule, Brazilian Tanag€ommon Tody-Flycatchey
Lemonchested Greenlet, Violaceous Euphoridack-bellied Whidling Duck, Muscovy Duck and
Rufousbreasted Hermit. We left the wetland area behind and headed into the lowlandnfoezstwe
picked up a Whiteehinned Sapphire and alssed some playback for Southern Antpipit, one responded
and gave acceptable but not amazing views!

We continuedon to our next spot and starte
using playback for aSawbilled Hermit that
showed pretty well. Sudahly Lee was almost hi
by a pooh dropping out of the tree above hia,
suggested that there were definitely birds in t
area! We look up and picked up a Least Pyg
Owl sitting quietly above him, some Whitg
bearded Manakins started to mob it shor
afterwards. | decided to do some playback
Rufouscapped Motmot and almost instantly
responded and after a bit of effdihally showed
itself well, a truly stunning birdlt was time to try .
to find the Eyeringed Tody-Flycatchet After
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someplayba, it started to respontut it was somedistance away. fier some scanningNorbert
picked it up and we managed to getagkiews of this shy endemic. We also saw a couple of-Red
crowned Ant Tanagersin the same area together wiReddishHermit, Rufoustailed Jacamar and
Ochrebellied Flycatber.

fantastic bird Almost back to theminibus we
flushed aSungrebefrom the wate@s edge-
again, a really good lookingird!

It was getting increasingly hand humid and
large clouds started to build up over the
mountins. On the journe back we had
torrential rain for about 10 minutes but
thankfully, as we started to driveup the
Ochre-breasted FoliageGleaner byD u § a n mountain the clouds started to liftnal the sun
Brinkhuizen began to shine agairtalk about good timing!

As we had leftReguaearly, we stopped at th€edaeTrail on the way back up the mountains at an
altitude of 550 metres. Having not previously birded at this altjtusewere soon picking up new
species includingPlain Parakeets flying high overhead, Oehreasted-oliageGleaner Black-capped
FoliageGleaner Plainwinged Woodcreeper, Grdyoded Attila,Spotbreasted Antvireo ahStreak
capped Antwren! Now 100, we set off back to the comforf the Lodge and some weleserved
coffee and cake! Aér somemuchneededshowers, we had dinner at 28; followed by the daily
checklist. A short nightvalk produced nothing new.

and came back with news that she had just seen a-ihitgted Spadebill, we walked a little way down
the track, used some playback aude enough, tw8padebills came in and showed exceptionallylwel
This, once againstarted another flurry of birdencluding Shargbilled Treehunter, twaVhite-throated
Woodcreepers, Pitailed Manakin, Eulds Flycatcher, Crested Becakthite-collaredFoliage Gleaner
and Brassybreasted Tanager.

Within a few minutes we had one responding, and within another
mi n ulbaegs . it appear ed bedutgutlWe also played tonSpottedfBambcowren
here, got a response and it came in pretty close, but unfortunately not close eveuwghyld hae
another chance at seeing this triaklydemic in the next few days.

Another stop to try for Rufoureasted Leaftosse
got us distant but good views of Black and Gq
Cotinga and Duskyailed Antbird. Clouds were
very thick and black overhead so we decided
head back to the Lodge.ndazingly it only rained
a little. We arrived back at the Lodge by 0D,
shortly before dinner some of the group picked

Tuesday, 3% January - So, here we are on the
last full day of the tour, where had the week gone?
Time had passed so quickMWle had breakfast as
usual at 0&0, picking up good views of a Scaled
Woodcreeper off of the decking area before our
departureat 0630 for theCedaeTrail, justa 35
minute drive away from the Lodge. We had a lot
of targets for this trail that runs througjood
primary forest at an altitude of 550 metres. All
started well with a female Chestrgllied
Euphoniafollowed shortly afterwards by a couple
of White-eyed FoliageGleaners that gave us a
good run around trying to seeheim, which
thankfully we eventuallydid! Now for a great bird, we had been sporadically playing -Bpoked
Antshrike as we walked down the trail, finally one came in, and although high up in the ,capcgly
got good views of this great endemic, we also had good views of a couplaaktBroated Grosbeaks.

Next, we had a couple of nice male Blackeeked Gnateaters come in, theyegggrweat views a very
cool bird, this was followed by several Re#cked Tanageranother new endemic species for the trip!
As we made our way further down the trasle came across ayenile Ruddy Quail Dove, good views
of a perched Sawilled Hermit that Amy spotted, a female Sibidted Toucanet, a couple of Plain
Pamlkeets, Palbrowed Treehunterone of air main targets for the mornintarthroatedAntwren and

a Sreakcapped Antwren. We arrived at a reliable spot for Ruftapped Antthrush, after some
playback, surenough it appeared and gave good viewkhough these were through some vegetation
that made it rather awkward for the photographers in the g®huitly afterwardswe finally got good
views of a lovely male Flarmerested Taager.

On the way back up the traactivity had died
down a little bufTerje managed to photograph
Palebreasted Thrush and we alsmnagd to
pick up a couple of Och#lereasted Foliags
Gleaners, female Amethyst Woodstar and alf
some playback and quite a lot of scanning
managed to see twBuff-bellied Puffbirds- a
difficult and rare bird in the Atlantic forest!

We arived back at thaninibus at 1200 and
drove just 15 minutes back up the road to
Theodoro Trail for some lunch, here we hop

to pick up a few mor Saffron Touc Brinkhtizeby DulSNnOot
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to be thecase unfortunately, after what had been a very good modeibgding everything hadjone
very quiet. We flushed a couple of Brazilian Antthrushes off of the path but they refused to come back
into playback. The one bird we did see whbbwever was a stunimg male Blue Manakin that meian
that Terje managed to get the photos he was! aitergot back to the minibus at 15: and drove back
to the Lodge. After a little break for tea, coffeed cakewe headed off onto the Orchid Garden Trail in

' search of Spotted Bamboowren and Brazilian
Antthrush. It was fairly quiet in the forest bat
couple of Saffron Toucanets flew by and a
Brazilian Antthrush responded well to playback
andcameinsoclosbut we just <coul
the thick veetation. The sky was getting
increasingly dark as clouds builp, andfinally, it
started to rainso we headed back to the Lodge
befae the heavens operidtdrainedfor aroundan
hour and a half and completely cleared the air, in
fact, it had become quetcool! Dinner was served
at 1830, followed by our usual checklist.

Wetikaded onto the
Orchid Garden Trail and used some playback fdMaasecolored Tapaculo, it came out and showed
nicely! We alsopicked up a male Tufted Antshrik®ufouscrowned Greenletind Brassybreasted
Tanager We started to slowly head back to the Lodge and came across a nice mixed flock that included
Greenbacked Becard, Greeminged Saltator, Yelloworowed Woodpeckerand Chestnutheaded
TanagerA good end to a fantastic tour with great weather and eveaarb@mpany!
